Try simple cases, then make it harder


Collect and Record Data (in a table)

(Re-)Organise the data systematically


Seek and see patterns


Hypothesis about possible rules


Find a general rule


Test the rule


Explain why the rule works,

its relationship to the question


Pose a new problem
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
